When it comes to controlling the ball in the air, they don’t 

come any better than Matfield. 

The veteran Springbok is regarded as the world’s greatest lock 

for many good reasons. Not only is he absolutely outstanding 

in the lineouts – winning his own ball and stealing plenty of 

opposition throws – but he is more than handy around the 

field too, demonstrating soft hands and a good turn of pace 

for such a big man.
